In this unit, students listen to, read, view and interpret a range of viewpoints portrayed in media
texts. Students apply comprehension strategies, focusing on particular viewpoints portrayed in a
range of media texts. They participate in a discussion with simulated character viewpoints, also
asking and responding to questions.
